Rules and Regulations

QUALIFICATIONS:

The contestant applicants are to be young ladies between the ages of 18 and 24 (Exception: must
be born by 2006) a Kansas resident for at least six months prior to application deadline of
September 6™, 2024. Applicant must not: ever have been married, including common law; have
had a marriage annulment; cohabitate (live together); ever have had a child; or be pregnant.
Contestants must me in reasonably good health to meet the job requirements.

CONTESTANT REQUIREMENTS:

Contestants are required to attend all rehearsals, and must be present for the entire pageant,
coronation, and all related activities to the Fiesta events at Stevens Park the weekend of the
Pageant. If crowned, the Miss Garden City Fiesta Queen winning contestant must commit to at
least 40 hours of community service during her reign. This must be performed in Garden City, KS,
while completing high school, continuing to attend college, or before leaving for college (if not
attending the local Garden City Community College).

Contestants are required to sign an Expectation Statement, and a Waiver of Liability form,
disclosing their reigning queen responsibilities immediately after coronation.

Preliminary competition includes Presentation and Community Achievement (Interview). Day of
competition activities include: Presence and Poise (Evening Wear); and Artistic Expression (Talent).
See judging section for more information.

Along with the application, contestants must submit a 5”x7” color photograph. The color photo will
be used by the judges during the interview.

Applicants must submit all the aforementioned items to the Miss Garden City Fiesta Scholarship
Pageant Committee, Attention Angelica Castillo Chappel, by application deadline of September 6%,
2024.

JUDGING:
Judging of the six categories will be weighted as follows:
1. Personal interview 35% (This will be held the night before the pageant)
2. Intro 5% Length: 1 Minute
3. Talent 35% Length: 2 Minutes
4. Evening Gown 15% Length: 3 Minutes
5. Final Question 10% Length: 3 Minutes

At the end of the evening gown portion of the pageant, each contestant must answer an
impromptu question. Questions will be pre-written and randomly picked by each contestant.

The top-scoring contestant will be crowned the 2024 Miss Garden City Fiesta Scholarship
Queen. The next highest scoring contestants will be designated to the queen’s court.

If, for any reason (marriage, moving out of state, cohabitation, pregnancy, etc.) the chosen
candidate is unable to fulfill her reign as queen, the candidate must forfeit all awards and relinquish
said title to first attendant, or next successor, immediately.

AWARDS:
The Miss Garden City Fiesta Scholarship Pageant Committee will award a Grand Prize Scholarship in
the amount of $1,000 to the queen, $500 to the first attendant, & second finalist will receive $250.

The award will be payable to any institution of higher learning upon proof of full time enrollment
and invoice from the college/university during that upcoming spring semester. After crowning the
recipient has two semesters, from the subsequent spring semester to utilize the award funds.

As a contestant in the Miss Garden City Fiesta Scholarship Pageant, I understand that should I win
the title, I will become the organization’s official representative. I will serve willingly to promote
and assist the Garden City Community Mexican Fiesta Committee with activities at all times. I will
also commit to performing at least 40 hours of community service in Garden City while I complete
high school, continue attending college, or before leaving to attend the college/university of my
choice.

Pageant Queen, I must act, speak and dress according to the esteem that this title deserves at any
time while I am in the public eye. I will demonstrate high moral and ethical character throughout
my reign.

This is your prerogative, and the Miss
Garden City Fiesta Scholarship Pageant Committee is not liable for aid or mentoring if you, as
titleholder, choose to compete.
